Plan-it scheme of work

Recommended duration:  3 sessions of approximately 50 minutes.

Session 1:
Getting started and “Where are you now?”
This session will take learners through an introduction to Plan-it, get them logged on and start working through the first quizzes. In step one, learners work through a series of quizzes and activities to answer the key question “Where are you now?” 

The main aim of this session is to ensure that the learners understand what they are going to be doing, why it is important, what the benefits are, when they will be working on Plan-it, how it will fit in with other aspects of their school programme, who will help them with their work and who will be accessing the data that Plan-it will generate? This will help to ensure that they give full consideration to the work they are doing and therefore increase the validity of the data produced.
This first lesson is supported by a variety of resources which are available through the plan-it support website.

Session 2:
Where do you want to get to?
This follows step two of Plan-it where learners look at their life and ambitions and research some careers. They also look at what subjects they would like to do next in the context of the career path they prefer. 

At the end of this stage learners can generate and print off a summary for review purposes.
Session 3:
How are you going to get there?

This follows step three of the Plan-it process in which learners make some smart targets and action points to target for improvement some of their skills and qualities. The Action Plan Summary along with the summary from stages 1 and 2 form an Individual Learning Plan for the learner.  

This can be used for end of year reviews, parent’s evenings, discussions with tutors/Connexions PAs and other trained professionals.
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
