What’s the difference?


As part of the Plan-it Action Plan you will have to decide your targets.

Remember though, all targets involve learning new things!

A Work skills target is something that will give you a chance to get better at a skill that will be useful in work (and school work) e.g. I will hand my work in on time, I will turn up on time, every day, etc.)

A School learning target is something to do with your education, e.g. I will get a C grade in my GCSE History; I will get my IT project done, on time, etc.

A Personal target is something that will improve a part of your personal life e.g. to do with family, friends, clubs, etc.
